ODYSSEY DELIVERS  A MOBILE MORTUARY TRAILER TO LEE COUNTY EMA FOR THE ALABAMA CORONERS ASSOCIATION
The Lee County Emergency Management Agency (EMA) is housed in the Emergency Operations Center (EOC) in Opelika, Alabama is where County or City officials manage any disaster that may occur. They maintain emergency power and water supplies; and a host of other equipment to operate during a crisis, disaster, or other emergency to provide services to their citizens. Lee County is a host county for evacuations resulting from gulf coast hurricanes and chemical leaks or spills affecting Anniston and the surrounding Calhoun County area. Lee County EMA and the Alabama Coroners Association were awarded a grant for the purpose of further enhancing EMA disaster capabilities established by their charter. 

The ACA and Lee County EMA chose Odyssey Automotive Specialty to build their mobile unit based on an enclosed 36’ triple axle gooseneck trailer.   The rear work area included two stainless steel autopsy work stations with sink, hose down connection and collection receptacles at the end of each autopsy table draining into the onboard waste tank.  This area was liners with smooth white fiberglass walls and ceiling and the floor was coated with spray lining for efficient wash down.   The rear of the trailer was a drop down ramp for transport and storage of an ATV and the side door included a ramp to wheel gurneys into the work stations.  

In the front command room is a custom wrap around counter, electrical outlets, communications ports and storage compartments to keep the office and command functions organized and well equipped.  Isolated from the autopsy area by a door the technicians can work on reports and analyze their findings.  Both compartments are air conditioned and heated and have ample florescent lights.  For outdoor operations there is a full-length exterior awning and communications connections.  The Mobile Mortuary is powered by a 12,000 watt diesel generator with a 40 gallon front mounted fuel tank, deep charge battery system and inverter system to provide back up power to the sensitive communications and computer equipment. 

Odyssey’s custom designed trailers have been a standard for mobile command, crime scene, HAZMAT, decon, classrooms, offices, surveillance and more since 1979 and proudly adds this unit to Lee County’s EMA disaster apparatus.
